· Students keep personal sketchbooks all year, including both a drawing and a writing component
· Six weeks of the class are spent on the exploration of drawing topics and improving students’ drawing skills.

· Drawing topics included:

· Line drawing

· Color

· Design/composition

· People/faces

· Self portrait

· Observation

· Space/overlapping

· Drawings are done in a variety of media--pencil, colored pencil, marker, oil pastel and pen & ink
· Students explore clay sculpture 
· Hand building techniques
· Relief sculpture

· Students create colorful Op-Art designs
· Students make multi-color stamping designs
· Students make their own rubber stamps, creating colorful pattern designs  with them
· Ten weeks of the class are spent on the exploration of Acrylic Painting

· Students study color and painting technique
· Students paint from life

· Students create a variety of other paintings, including some of the following:

· Matisse-style portraits from a live model

· Aboriginal-style or other multi-cultural style paintings
· Landscape paintings

· Students create brilliantly colored Pen and Ink  animal designs
· Students spend about four weeks exploring watercolor techniques and watercolor painting

· Students study color and painting technique

· Students paint from life, from picture references and from imagination

· Students create postage stamp designs commemorating famous artists
· Students create colorful cut paper collages

· Students created their own scratch-art drawings
· Presentation and display of artwork-each student selects some of his/her artworks from the class, and mounts them in a display for the End-of-Year Art Show
